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The Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission (CNSC) will hold a public hearing on April 6 or 7,
2016 to consider an application from Canadian Nuclear Laboratories (CNL) to amend its Nuclear
Research and Test Establishment Licence for the Chalk River Laboratories site and extend it for
a period of 17 months. The Chalk River Laboratories site is located near Chalk River, ON.

CNL has also requested the removal of licence condition 16.1, which requires the
implementation of extended outages. This request is based on a new proposed approach to
outages at Chalk River Laboratories. The current licence authorizes CNL to operate Chalk
River Laboratories until October 31, 2016.

Through its Participant Funding Program, the CNSC is offering up to $25,000 in funding to
assist members of the public, Aboriginal groups and other stakeholders in reviewing CNL’s
licence amendment application and associated documents, and submitting topic-specific
interventions to the Commission.

The deadline for submitting a completed participant funding application form to the CNSC is
January 29, 2016.

Additionally, members of the public who have an interest or expertise in this matter, or
information that may be useful to the Commission in coming to a decision, are invited to
comment, in writing, on CNL’s application. Requests to intervene must be filed with the
Commission Secretary by March 7, 2016 using the online request form

at nuclearsafety.gc.ca/eng/the-commission/intervention or through the coordinates below.
Pursuant to the Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission Rules of Procedure, the request to
intervene must include the following information:

» awritten submission of the comments to be presented to the Commission
» the name, address and telephone number of the requester
