▪ as per subrule 12(1)(b) of the Rules, the information is confidential information of a 
scientific and technical nature that is treated consistently as confidential and the person 
affected has not consented to the disclosure; and 

▪ as per subrules 12(2)(a) and 12(2)(b) of the Rules, protection of the information outweighs in 
importance the public interest in public hearings and disclosure of evidence, and the 
measures are designed so as not to affect the public nature of the proceeding except to the 
extent necessary to adequately protect the information. 

Therefore, as per subrules 12(3)(b) and 12(3)(c) of the Rules, the Commission requires that the 
publication and disclosure of information given to the Commission identified in Table 1 be 
prohibited.
