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CNSC to conduct a public hearing on Ecole Polytechnique de Montréal’s application to
renew its SLOWPOKE-2 reactor operating licence

The Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission (CNSC) will hold a public hearing in April 2023 to
consider an application from Ecole Polytechnique de Montréal to renew its non-power reactor
operating licence for its SLOWPOKE-2 facility for a period of 10 years. The facility is

located in Montréal, Quebec, on the traditional territory of the Anishinabek, Haudenosaunee,
Huron-Wendat, Kanien'keha:ka, and Mohawk peoples.

The current licence authorizes Ecole Polytechnique de Montréal to operate its SLOWPOKE-2
non-power reactor until June 30, 2023. The proposed 10-year licence would allow Ecole
Polytechnique de Montréal to continue operating the SLOWPOKE-2 reactor in order to
provide educational and research support.

The public hearing will be webcast live and archived for 90 days on the CNSC website at
nuclearsafety.gc.ca.

In advance of the public hearing, the CNSC is making available up to $15,000 in funding
through its Participant Funding Program. The purpose of the funding is to assist Indigenous
Nations and communities, members of the public and stakeholders in reviewing Ecole
Polytechnique de Montréal’s application and associated documents, and in participating in the
Commission hearing process by providing topic-specific interventions to the Commission.
Participant funding applications must clearly demonstrate how the proposed submission will
provide the Commission with information directly relating to Ecole Polytechnique de
Montréal’s application. Please note that the $15,000 will be disbursed among all successful
applicants. The deadline for submitting a completed participant funding application form to
the CNSC is August 5, 2022.
