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CNSC to conduct a public hearing on Canadian Light Source Inc.’s application to renew
operating licence for its Class IB synchrotron facility

The Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission (CNSC) announces a date change for the public
hearing to consider an application from Canadian Light Source Inc. (CLSI) for a 10-year renewal
of its particle accelerator operating licence for its Class IB synchrotron facility. The CLSI facility
is located on the University of Saskatchewan campus in Saskatoon, Saskatchewan. The public
hearing, originally scheduled to be held on March 9 or 10, 2022, will now be held on

March 23 or 24, 2022. The new deadlines for filing submissions are indicated below.

The current licence, which expires in May 2022, authorizes CLSI to operate a Class 1B
synchrotron facility and to process nuclear substances. In its licence renewal application, CLSI is
not seeking any changes to the existing licensed activities but is also requesting that the
Commission accept its updated financial guarantee.

CLSI’s submission, to be considered at the hearing, is available on the CNSC website or by
request to the Secretariat. CNSC staff’s recommendations will be available after December 8,
2021.

Pursuant to Rule 19 of the Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission Rules of Procedure, persons
who have an interest or expertise in this matter or information that may be useful to the
Commission in coming to a decision are invited to comment on CLSI’s application. Requests to
intervene must be filed with the Commission Secretariat by February 7, 2022, using the online
reguest form or the contact information below.
