I have been following in the news the many problems associated with the reliability of Point 

Lepreau station. It has been inconsistent in providing the energy it had promised to New 

Brunswickers. Moreover, renovating costs were astronomical. In the end, these costs are bone by 

tax payers. 

 

Currently, concerns about the environment are widespread and the cost of renewable energy is 

falling. It is essential that alternative sources of energy be planned and implemented. As citizens 

of New Brunswick, it is imperative that the public be informed in detail on the possibilities and 

cost of alternative renewable energy sources. 

 

We must not blindly “brush under the rug” the unresolved problem of the disposal of high-level 

radioactive waste. The half-life of the radioactive waste is measures in millions of years.
