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Public Commission Hearing May 31 - Canadian Nuclear Laboratories 
Radioactive Waste Disposal Facility


Intervention ~ Old Fort William Cottagers’ Association


CNL’s (Canadian Nuclear Laboratories) proposal is to dispose of one million cubic 
metres of hazardous and radioactive wastes in an above-ground engineered 
containment mound that would rise about 18 metres (6 storeys) on the side of a hill. The 
chosen site is on porous and fractured rock and is surrounded by wetlands, lakes and 
creeks. The Ottawa River is only one kilometre away. Some of the radionuclides that will 
be emplaced in this mound have half-lives that extend for many thousands of years and 
should be placed as far away as possible from water bodies and several metres 
underground. These deadly wastes must be isolated from the biosphere for the 
duration of their radioactivity.


Old Fort William Cottagers’ Association (OFWCA) in Sheenboro/Fort William, Quebec is 
the first community that would be affected by a spill and is located only a few kilometres 
downriver from Chalk River Laboratories (CRL) where Canadian Nuclear Laboratories 
(CNL) has chosen the site for this radioactive waste disposal facility. We have been 
vehemently opposing this project since 2016. In opposition, OFWCA adopted a 
resolution in 2017 that was sent to the Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission during the 
public comment period in that year. OFWCA was also totally opposed to granting the 
consortium a 10-year license. Despite many submissions counselling against this 10-
year period, CNSC completely ignored community input.


The site selection process did not follow International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) 
guidance and the clear warnings that an above ground facility of this nature so close to 
a major water body would cause significant adverse environmental effects in the long 
term.


The Ottawa River or Kichi Sibi, meaning “the Great River”, is a heritage river. It is a 
sacred resource that MUST be treasured, protected and preserved for eternity.

The chosen site for radioactive waste disposal is on unceded territory of the Algonquin 
Anishinabeg.  


We do not ask that the radioactive wastes that have been accumulating at CRL for 
seven decades be removed to another area of the country. We stress that the waste 
must be contained and safely managed in a better facility that is well away from the 
Ottawa River.  


We also insist that radioactive waste must not be transported to this area from other 
parts of the country for disposal or storage. OFWCA adopted a resolution in the summer 
of 2016 in opposition to consolidation of radioactive wastes at CRL. 
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CNL claims that all will be safe. Instead of hearing our concerns and telling us the facts, 
CNL blurs the truth. Our trust has been seriously eroded!


The CNSC staff’s CMD 22-H7 recommends approval of the facility. The case to approve 
the mound is deeply flawed, as detailed in this thorough critique prepared by three 
citizens’ groups from Ontario and Quebec: Concerned Citizens of Renfrew County and 
Area, Ralliement contre la pollution radioactive and our association, Old Fort William 
Cottagers’ Association.   


Commissioners, this facility in this location would be the most dreadful mistake. 
If this project is approved, future generations will be paying a very heavy price. 
Canada must do better. 


Public Engagement and Consultation

The municipalities in Pontiac County, including the Municipality of Sheenboro, were 
never consulted on this proposal until after the decisions had been made and the 
project was announced in 2016.


Representatives from communities along the river should have been invited to sit on the 
committee making these decisions. Stakeholders have much to lose and must be 
respected!


CNL sessions in these communities came after the decisions were announced. They 
were for information only and not consultation on the radioactive waste disposal facility.  


Resolutions in Opposition

The Assembly of First Nations, 140 municipalities, cities and towns in Quebec and in 
Ontario have adopted resolutions of concern since 2016 (Appendix A). Many express 
outright opposition about the disposal of deadly nuclear waste on the Ottawa 
River.


Twenty-six of the 140 municipalities, towns and cities are represented in this 
intervention (Appendix B). The MRC Pontiac (18 municipalities/towns), the Counties of 
Prescott and Russell (8 townships/cities) and individual municipalities in Pontiac County 
and the Counties of Prescott and Russell have adopted resolutions, some multiple 
times, opposing CNL’s facility and its chosen site only one kilometre from the Ottawa 
River. 


Many communities, municipalities, towns and cities are not being heard and their 
opposition is ignored. This is a travesty that defies respect and common decency 
of process.
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Evaluation of Alternative Means: Site and Facility Selection

The Canadian Environmental Assessment Act, 2012 (CEAA, 2012) specifies that before 
a project is approved both alternative means and environmental impact are considered.


According to section19(g) of CEAA, 2012, consideration of alternative means is a 
mandatory factor. Alternative means include options for location and facility design.

CNL’s final Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) states that a comprehensive analysis 
of alternatives for the location of the facility, the type of facility, the design of facility, and 
the approach for treatment of wastewater was undertaken. We strongly contest that the 
evaluation of alternative means was comprehensive for the location or the type of 
facility. 


Site Selection 

Why did CNL choose a site so close to the Ottawa River? 

The International Atomic Energy Agency also indicates that siting is fundamentally 
important (Specific Safety Guide, SSG-29, Appendix I, “Siting of Near Surface Disposal 
Facilities”). CNL, however, makes no reference to this. CNL’s site selection process was 
extremely restricted and inadequate. Only property owned by Atomic Energy of Canada 
Limited (AECL) was considered. Understandably, sites near the NPD reactor in 
Rolphton, Ontario (200 metres from the Ottawa River) and Whiteshell Laboratories, 
Winnipeg (long distance transportation) were easily eliminated. The EIS lists fifteen 
sites (Table 2.5.5-1) situated at Chalk River Laboratories. All but two sites were 
eliminated as alternatives as they were not feasible. Nine sites were not large enough to 
accommodate one million cubic metres of radioactive waste, three were too close to the 
CRL boundary, and one was too near archeological sites. To include thirteen sites, that 
were obviously not feasible, in a list of fifteen just to tick a box saying that alternatives 
were considered is unreasonable. There were only two sites to choose between - both 
unsuitable.


Why didn’t CNL expand its search and consider alternative sites that are not on 
AECL land? There are thousands of acres of federal land in Renfrew County that would 
not require long distance transport. Were alternative sites on the adjacent Department 
of National Defense property considered? If not, why not? Was other land in the area 
considered? By restricting the search to AECL property, the site selection process was 
unreasonable as CNL did not meaningfully consider other alternatives.


CNL’s chosen site is fraught with serious issues

Wetlands, Perch Lake and Perch Creek surround the proposed site. Perch Creek would 
be fifty metres from the base of the mound and flows directly into the Ottawa River. The 
Ottawa River is one kilometre away and is the source of drinking water for millions of 
people. The chosen site sits on porous and fractured rock and a major seismic fault line.

The ground water table is very near the surface - constraining alternative means 
regarding the type of facility. 


The failure to consider alternative sites in the region removed from the Ottawa River 
was unreasonable. The decision seems to be neither rational nor logical. 
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Error in CNL’s site selection criterion

In CNL’s original site selection documentation it is clear that any land with a slope of 
more than 10% would be excluded from consideration. Based on this, CNL’s chosen 
site should have been eliminated. However, once CNL had selected its site, this criterion 
was changed and the allowable slope was increased to 25% so that the chosen site 
could be considered (CNL Site Selection Report Table 4-1 “Exclusion Criteria Applied in 
the NSDF Siting Process”). Instead of finding the site untenable, the requirement was 
changed.This is a questionable decision and further suggests an unreasonable failure to 
consider alternative means.


The risks involved in having a disposal facility on a steep slope rising 18 metres, 
one kilometre from the Ottawa River, was not addressed in CNSC’s CMD 22-H7 
report. CNSC’s report does not adequately address CNL’s deficient siting 
process.


CNL’s evaluation focused primarily on technical and economic feasibility and 
convenience.


Section19(a) CEAA, 2012 requires that environmental and cumulative environmental 
effects, including malfunctions or accidents, be taken into account.

If adverse environmental effects had been seriously evaluated, this would not 
have been the chosen location.  


Rather than the protection of the environment, a site in close proximity to the 
radioactive wastes located at CRL was the priority.


With the Ottawa River being only one kilometre from the site, adverse 
environmental effects are inevitable.


Alternative facilities - Why this facility?

The consideration of alternative means was unreasonably constrained due to the 
inadequate site selection process. The type of facility and its design had to adapt to the 
characteristics of this poor location.


CNL’s so-called Near Surface Disposal Facility (NSDF) bears no resemblance to 
the International Atomic Energy Agency’s (IAEA) description of an NSDF

The IAEA NSDF facility would be tens of metres below the ground surface with waste 
contained in vaults or trenches.


Instead CNL’s engineered containment mound (ECM) would rise six storeys above the 
ground surface on the side of a hill. It would cover an area of thirty-seven hectares. It 
would be the first disposal facility of its kind in Canada and the largest of its kind in the 
world.
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Did CNL label its facility an NSDF to convince the public that its proposed facility is in 
conformity with IAEA safety standards for long-lived radionuclides which it is not? 

Rather CNL’s NSDF is an engineered containment mound similar to an enhanced 
municipal waste dump or a landfill. This facility is not at all appropriate for the types of 
wastes that would be emplaced in it.


It would be a very risky experiment and the end result would inevitably be adverse 
environmental effects.


In justifying its chosen facility, CNL eliminated several alternative facilities without 
serious consideration. Constructing Shallow Caverns - similar to the IAEA’s 
recommended NSDF tens of metres underground - was eliminated because the 
groundwater table at the chosen CRL site is at the surface which would not allow for an 
underground facility due to the high risk of flooding. 


A few other alternative facilities are presented in the EIS but were eliminated. Above 
Ground Concrete Vaults (AGCV) were rejected as that facility would have a larger 
footprint and would be more expensive. This type of facility would offer much better 
containment of the wastes. 


A Geological Waste Management Facility (GWMF) would be much deeper below the 
ground surface than Shallow Caverns.Though it would provide greater isolation, the 
footprint would be large and the cost great.


It is clear that alternatives were not given serious consideration. Shallow Caverns were 
eliminated due to the constraints presented by the poor site. Above Ground Concrete 
Vaults should have been seriously considered. Such a facility would, at least, have 
prevented the infiltration of precipitation and the need for leachate removal and 
treatment (see next section). CNL’s focus was on technical and economic factors. Long 
term adverse environmental effects were hardly given attention.


The conclusion is that CNL did not give reasonable consideration to site and 
facility alternatives. 


Design flaws and consequential adverse environmental and health 
effects


The facility’s design allows precipitation to enter the cells 

The radioactive and hazardous wastes in a cell would remain exposed to the elements 
until the cell is full when a temporary cover would be added. It would take about 50 
years before all cells are full and the final cover is placed over the mound. 

This means that precipitation would be entering an individual cell and mixing with all the 
wastes for a considerably long period.
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To accommodate this poor design a wastewater collection and treatment system 
are planned

Collected water would have to be pumped up hill to a treatment facility and the effluent 
piped for discharge into Perch Lake. 

 

Major concerns arise due to the fact that leachate treatment cannot remove tritium (a 
radioactive form of hydrogen). Massive quantities of untreated tritium would be 
released to Perch Lake and the Ottawa River. Table 6.1 CMD 22 H-7 indicates that 
the discharge target would be 50 times higher than the current 7,000 Bq/L Ontario 
drinking water standard, and 18,000 times higher than the 20 Bq/L standard 
recommended by the Ontario Drinking Water Advisory Council. This is totally 
unacceptable.


It seems that CNL has not taken action on preventing precipitation from entering the 
mound as requested by the City of Ottawa in its resolution in 2021. 


What happens when there are major rain storms or when the pumps stop and leachate 
collection and treatment fail?


Clearly, long term health effects have not been considered  

A solid roof preventing entry of precipitation would certainly have been a preferable 
option. A facility tens of metres below ground in a suitable location would isolate the 
waste.


This is a permanent disposal facility and disposal means no waste retrieval

According to the IAEA, “disposal” means that there is no intention to retrieve the waste 
in the future. CNL’s facility is not designed to retrieve the waste even in the event of a 
leak or worse. The many ways the mound would leak have been identified. Even the 
proponent’s final EIS describes a number of ways that this engineered containment 
mound would leak. The mound is also expected to disintegrate over the course of its 
natural evolution.


CNL indicated, during Part 1 of these hearings, that if there were a leak the waste could 
be removed and the leak repaired. CNL should describe to Commissioners how this 
would be done. Imagine hoisting out six storeys of corroding, collapsing containers, sea 
cans and unpackaged radioactive waste. Is it possible? Perhaps, but it would be difficult 
and exceedingly costly. Workers would also be exposed to radiation doses.   


CNL’s proposed landfill type facility is not at all appropriate for long-lived 
radioactive wastes ~ it is in violation of nuclear safety standards

According to the IAEA (Safety Standards SSR-5 "Types of disposal facility for 
radioactive waste") such a facility is only suitable for VERY low-level radioactive waste.

IAEA’s safety standards say long-lived radionuclides must be disposed of underground 
as they require a higher level of containment and isolation for the duration of their 
radioactivity than can be provided in an above ground facility.
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The conclusion is that both the site and the type of facility chosen would give rise 
to significant adverse environmental effects.


Radioactive Waste and Hazardous Waste 

CNL is not telling the public exactly what it is planning to put in this engineered 
containment mound/landfill


CNL labels all the radioactive waste low-level which is a red herring. In public 
statements and in advertisements, CNL repeatedly makes the future content sound 
innocuous by stating that it will all be low-level radioactive waste, with no mention of 
hazardous substances or long-lived radionuclides.  According to CNL’s unacceptable 
misleading public information, this waste will consist mostly of building debris, soil 
and some used gloves and mops.


Canadians must know the truth - this proposal, if accepted, will lead to adverse 
environmental effects


The Waste Acceptance Criteria says that the facility will not contain high-level nuclear 
fuel waste or reactor core components. That leaves a lot of room for everything else to 
go into an above ground mound next to the Ottawa River.  


In fact, according to Section 3 (1) (j) of the General Nuclear Safety and Control 
Regulations “the name, quantity, form, origin and volume of any radioactive waste or 
hazardous waste” is required. Thus CNL is obligated to provide a complete 
inventory of all radioactive and hazardous waste that would be emplaced in this 
facility.


Instead we are only given a sampling. An incomplete list of radionuclides, provided in 
CNL’s final EIS (Table 3.3.1-2), indicates that 25 of 31 radionuclides have half-lives 
ranging from four centuries to more than four billion years. According to the IAEA, 
long-lived radionuclides should be placed underground and isolated from the 
environment for as long as they remain radioactive. These long-lived radionuclides 
would far out-live the mound that is designed for 550 years and would certainly 
contaminate the Ottawa River.


The incomplete list of radionuclides contains no information on the quantity, form, origin 
and volume as required and there are dozens of radionuclides missing from the list. 
This lack of information is certainly not acceptable.


A striking inclusion, though not mentioned in CNSC’s CMD 22 H-7 report, is a significant 
quantity of highly radioactive Cobalt-60. Cobalt-60 requires lead shielding to protect 
workers who handle it. The necessity for shielding is why the IAEA concludes that 
Cobalt-60 should be placed underground.
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Large quantities of non-radiological materials would also be disposed of in this 
engineered containment mound (CNL’s EIS Table 3.3.1-3): 178 tonnes of lead (some 
that would shield Cobalt-60),10,442 tonnes of iron, 3520 tonnes of copper, 33 tonnes of 
aluminum, and 80,339 tonnes of organics. 


Non-radiological materials never decay. They will remain harmful to the environment 
forever. They will certainly contaminate the surrounding environment and the river over 
time. 


Also 80,339 tonnes of organics is included in the list of non-radiological material. This 
huge amount of organics would decompose and produce radon, carbon-14, methane, 
iodine-129, tritium.  


According to the Waste Acceptance Criteria document, hazardous materials destined for 
the dump also include asbestos, PCBs, dioxins, mercury, and up to 13 tonnes of 
arsenic. 


Gases from biological decomposition, corrosion, and radioactive decay of the wastes 
would be released into the air from the mound through vents to prevent excessive build 
up of pressure under the cover (CNL’s Safety Assessment Report 3.2.1.5.1). These 
emissions would certainly be harmful, especially for workers. 


Though the gas vent piping system would apparently be resistant to deterioration and 
corrosion, what happens to the cover if these pipes stop functioning?


There is far too much important information missing to make a reasonable 
determination

Emplacing radioactive wastes that will remain radioactive for many thousands of years, 
non-radiological materials that will never decay, and hazardous materials in a 
substandard, above ground facility in the worst possible location is unreasonable. This 
mound would cause significant adverse environmental effects, contaminating the 
Ottawa River forever.


Human health risks are not taken seriously enough

To conclude that radiation doses are within acceptable limits disregards the long term 
effects of radiation. “Acceptable” dose limits are arbitrary and not based on risks to 
human health.


Conclusion


IT WOULD BE UNREASONABLE FOR CNSC COMMISSIONERS TO APPROVE AND 
GRANT A LICENSE TO CONSTRUCT THIS FACILITY


WRONG LOCATION, WRONG FACILITY
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What is more important - safety or cost?

CNL's consideration of alternatives regarding location and type of facility was about 
cost, convenience and speed and not about the long-term safety of the environment or 
the public.


Proceeding with this project would set a terrible precedent.


Safety must come first


A false choice is often repeated. Isn’t CNL’s proposed facility better than leaving the 
radioactive wastes where they are?


What is needed is a better facility where the waste is isolated from the biosphere in a 
suitable location removed from the Ottawa River. 


Safety and protection of the environment and the public must be the priority.

There are much better alternatives for the safe management of Canada’s radioactive 
and hazardous wastes.


“SAFETY ABOVE ALL ELSE”

Commissioners, do not approve this project and grant CNL a license to construct.


Commissioners, your mandate under the Nuclear Safety and Control Act is to 
protect Canadians and the environment from radioactive materials which pose 
devastating threats to all life on Earth. 


The materials destined for this dump if you approve it, will be hazardous and 
radioactive for many millennia. The proponent's own studies show the dump will 
leak continually and disintegrate in a few hundred years. 


If you approve this dump you will have failed to protect the Canadian public. 


You will have failed to protect future generations. 


You will have failed to protect the environment and other life forms. 


You will have failed to protect the Ottawa River. 


You will also have failed to uphold Canada's commitment as a party to the 
International Joint convention on radioactive waste. 


On the other hand, you can do the right thing and refuse to approve this leaking 
radioactive monstrosity.

OFWCA strongly objects to Chalk River (CNL) receiving and accepting radioactive waste and any
other waste from another site outside the Chalk River facility for disposal. Disposal of radioactive
waste and any other waste must be limited to Chalk River’s current levels of generated radioactive
waste.  

OFWCA strongly objects to CNL shipping high-level fuel wastes from the Whiteshell Laboratories
in Manitoba to Chalk River for storage. 

OFWCA opposes the type of disposal facility proposed by CNL. The “Engineered Containment
Mound” proposed by CNL does not meet international safety standards according to the Interna-
tional Atomic Energy Agency for low- and intermediate-level radioactive and toxic waste that CNL
intends to emplace in the proposed disposal facility.

OFWCA strongly opposes the location for the disposal facility in CNL’s proposal. The site is too
close to the Ottawa River and the drinking water source for millions of Canadians, including the
communities of Petawawa, Pembroke, Ottawa, Gatineau, Montreal and the St. Lawrence Seaway. It
is also on porous and fractured rock. No new facility for disposal should be placed in close proxim-
ity to the Ottawa River. 

Any new disposal facility at Chalk River must be at least 25 km away from the Ottawa River. There
is federal land in Renfrew County adjacent to the Chalk River site that might be more suitable for a
facility. 

The 70-year legacy of radioactive and toxic wastes currently at Chalk River must be cared for respon-
sibly in a state-of-the-art facility. 

OFWCA calls for a proper assessment of the alternatives for disposal using the guidance provided
by the International Atomic Energy Agency.
