* Lac La Ronge Indian Band (LLRIB, the Band) is one of the ten largest
Bands in Canada with over 13,000 members, 6 on-reserve
communities, and over 44,000 hectares of reserve lands to manage.

for the spiritual value of the earth and the gifts from the Creator.

* Ongoing engagement with LLRIB membership is a very important
part of LLRIB operations. This is accomplished by keeping
membership informed of development and providing opportunities
to discuss and provide feedback on the work being done by the
Band. LLRIB keeps the Protection of Treaty Rights as well as
traditional and current land use by LLRIB membership at the
forefront of any activity occurring within LLRIB territory and beyond.
